Spread of power generation methods using
renewable energy

Instead of laying down concrete, lay down
ground that reflects heat.

—>Ice and snow reflect heat. On the other hand,
soil and concrete absorb heat. When ice and
snow melt due to global warming, soil appears
and absorbs the heat. Then, the earth warms up,
the ice and snow melt.

As aresult, global warming progresses rapidly.
This phenomenon is called "positive feedback".
Therefore, if we have ground that reflects heat,
this problem will be solved.
